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Respect: Respect means honour or reverence or love. Another meaning of respect is trust. To respect is a
moral virtue and it is an integral part of religion.

Importance of Respect: Respect has a great significance. The necessity of respect is immense in the
society because knowledge cannot be gained without respect. There occurs disorder and clash if there is
an absence of the sense of respect to one another in the society.

Patience: Patience is also a moral virtue and it is also an integral part of religion. It means fortitude.

Importance of Patience:
i) A society cannot run without patience.
ii) Unity cannot be retained.

Result of Absence of Respect and Patience in the Society:

i) People of different tastes and views would not be able to live and work together if there were no respect
and patience among themselves.

ii) There occur disorder, clashes and disquiet in absence of respect and patience.

iii) An improved, happy and peaceful life is not possible without respect and patience.

Four Main Religions of the World: Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism and Christianity. The Hindus chant
the name of God the Almighty.
