Whose good deeds will be heavier will go to
Heaven. Persons whose bad deeds will weigh heavier will enter into Hell.

9) Explain shortly about Jannat.

Jannat: Jannat means Heaven. Jannat is a place of eternal happiness.lt is full of peace,
pleasure and comfort. Allah will forgive those whose righteous deeds will be heavier in the
Meejan and they will go to Jannat. There are excellent food, fruits, drinks and beautiful
gardens in the heaven. People will get everything they want. No want, no lack of peace, no
sorrow and no pain will be there in the Jannat

Jahannam: Jahannam means Hell. Allah will give punishments to those whose evil deeds
will be heavier in the Meejan and they will go to Jahannam. Jahannam is a place of suffering
