e Drought:
A prolonged period of abnormally low rainfall, or a long period when there is little
or no rain leading to a shortage of water.
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e Causes of Drought:
The drought may be caused by both man-made and natural reasons.

1.Human causes of drought:

Cutting down trees, because the roots hold water in the soil, and the leaves
put moisture back in the air

Poor cropping methods

Overpopulation

Over-cultivation

Root Hairs Absorb Water
and Nutrients from the Soil

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e Some parts of Bangladesh that are most prone to drought:
